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Transport Plan
Transport has one of the largest carbon footprint of all activities related to any festival.  Your visitors may travel from great distances and use planes, cars, etc. to reach you.

Generally, it is not expected that festivals take direct responsibility for this carbon footprint, it is accepted that the visitor has a responsibility to minimise this.  However, the festival must look at how visitors arrive at the festival and give visitors different options that could help to reduce this large carbon footprint.

The Green team needs to develop a Transport Plan and publish it on the Festivals Green Webpages. 

What could you consider;

· Air Travel – encourage visitors to offset their footprint – use alternative modes, such as ferry

· Use Railways, Coaches/Buses – public transport – make sure your website has a list and times of public transport – not a link through but the actual timetables and booking methods – make it easy for them

· Have an incentive built into the festival ticket price that gives a discount if visitors use public transport to get to your destination – or have a dual ticket including public transport

· Ask visitors to think about Car Sharing – fill up their cars – the website could have a car sharing page which can match travellers.

· Encourage visitors to cycle or walk – have a prize or incentive for the lowest carbon footprint 

· Have a park and ride service available at the edge of town and provide electric/biodiesel shuttle buses (One festival town had the P&R Free and increased in-town parking charges which funded the shuttle service)

· Local Maps – ensure visitors can easily find their way around the festival, town, destination.  Highlight walking and cycling routes – include public transport information on the maps.

· Encourage festival workers to adopt Green Travel principles – walk, cycle, public, car share, etc. in the lead up and during the festival – and plant a seed that may see them change their normal commuting and activity habits.

Keep it Simple – Make it Clear what I can do!
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
